United Nations Educational, Science and Cultural Organization (UNESCO) hereby invite qualified companies to submit sealed tenders as follows:

The Global Monitoring Report for Education for All (GMR) is an authoritative annual report, which holds the global community to account for commitments made at the World Education Forum. It will chart progress against the six Dakar goals and targets, including the Millennium Development Goals (MDGs) for education, highlight effective policies and strategies, alert the global community to emerging challenges and promote international action and co-operation. An indispensable advocacy and technical tool for everyone involved in promoting Education for All.’
The tender should provide a proposal for an external independent evaluation of   the GMR. The evaluation should take close account of the background, mandate and the position of the GMR within the wider international Endeavour’s working towards achieving the MDGs and EFA and assess the latest four editions of the Global Monitoring Report, 2006-2009. 
It should assess the technical quality of the report, its production, distribution and outreach of the four latest GMR editions (2006- 2009) and provide an insight into the use and impact of the GMR in particular on the monitoring and formulation of education policies as well as advocacy work for EFA.

The evaluation should further examine the outreach and production of the GMR. It should provide recommendations on how to possibly enlarge the coverage. It should further examine the clarity and utility of the GMR website.  

In particular the evaluation should: 

a) examine the extent to which the findings and recommendations from the earlier formative review, undertaken in 2006, have been implemented and contributed to the improvement of the GMR quality, effectiveness of production, distribution and outreach efforts.

b) assess in particular  the quality, the efficiency of the production and distribution process, effectiveness of the communication and outreach as well as media work around the GMRs ( 2006-2009)

c) assess the achievements of  the earlier reports (2006-2009) in the light of the awareness raising of MDGs and EFA goals.

d) examine the impact of  the GMR with a view to the extent to which the use of the GMR influences policies of governments as well as NGOs and other stakeholders.

e) provide a profile of the targeted and  actual GMR readership and users and how this may have changed during the years and since the last assessment.

· Purpose of the evaluation  

· Methodology (including respective challenges and limitations) 
· Major findings (in terms of achievements and challenges)
